HERB TIMETABLE (When to plant on the Gulf coast)

These herbs thrive in the cooler months here on the Gulf Coast (October-March)  and are best planted in the fall:
· Chamomile (a) - German 

· Chervil (a) 

· Comfrey (p) 

· Cilantro (a) 

· Dill (a) 

· Fennel (p) – bronze and Florence 

· Marjoram (a/p) 

· Oregano (p) 

· Parsley (b) – flat Italian, curly French 

· Salad burnet (p) 

· Sage (a) - Berggarten 

· Sorrel (p) 

· Thyme (p) – English, lemon 

These plants thrive in the warmer months (April – September) and are best planted in the spring: 
· Basil (a) – sweet, Genovese, African Blue, cinnamon, Mrs. Burns lemon, spicy           globe, Siam Queen (Thai) (people can’t seem to get enough basil) 

· Lemon Balm (tp) 

· Lemongrass (tp) 

· Lemon Verbena (tp) 

· Mint (tp) – peppermint, spearmint, Kentucky Colonel, orange, red stemmed apple 

· Pineapple Sage (tp) 

· Scented Geranium (tp) – rose, lemon 

· Stevia (tp) 

· Tarragon (tp) – Mexican /Texas/Spanish (French doesn’t grow well here) 

· Georgia Savory (p)  

These plants will thrive year-round and can be planted in spring or fall: 
· Bay Laurel (Tree) 

· Chives (p) – onion and garlic 

· Lavender (p) – Goodwin Creek, Sweet, and Spanish 

· Myrtle (ev. shrub) 

· Rosemary (p) – upright and prostrate (trailing)  

Very few herbs (or other plants) thrive when planted in the heat of our summers.
Key: a = annual (must be replanted every year)
p – perennial (lives for many years)
ev = evergreen
b = biennial (lives for two years)
tp = tender perennial (dies back in winter, but comes back each spring)
